PHOTOGRAPHY POLICY
* Do not use names (first name or surname) in photograph captions. If the person is named, do not use his or her photograph. 

* Use a parental / individual permission form to obtain consent for a child / young person / vulnerable adult to be photographed or videoed at SBDSG events. 

* Only use images of individuals in suitable dress to reduce the risk of inappropriate use. Some activities – swimming, drama, gymnastics and athletics for example – present a much greater risk of potential misuse. 

* The use of images of children /young people /vulnerable adults on the SBDSG’s website must be handled carefully. Images must not be accompanied by personal information, eg, this is X who likes to collect stamps as this could be used to learn more about an individual prior to grooming them for abuse. 

* Obtain written confirmation that this policy will be adhered to by photographers or the press who are invited to an event.

* Do not allow photographers unsupervised access to children/adults
